Special Called Vestry Meeting Minutes

June 27, 2011

A special called meeting of St. Paul’s Vestry was held June 27, 2011 and called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Randy Dean.  Randy led the Vestry in prayer.
I. Hunt Property
The purpose of the special called meeting was to discuss the potential purchase of the Hunt property at 150 E. Sevier.  Randy Dean reported that the appraisal on the property was $56,000 (vs. the reduced asking price of $65,000).  A general discussion ensued concerning the condition of the property, the square footage (1,482 finished on main floor and 1,377 unfinished in basement), suitability for use as the office, potential as rental property (Randy offered to manage it as such for free), the right of first refusal still being in effect, the likelihood of the congregation donating the difference between the purchase price and the $52,000 to be obtained from the sale of 134 E. Sevier, that the Chairperson of the Diocese Standing Committee was positive about the purchase of this property, and the inclination to offer a price above the appraisal (but still below the asking price) to recognize that the Hunt family had been good neighbors for many years.
After discussion, Randy Dean asked if the consensus of the Vestry was to make an offer and all Vestry in attendance indicated that they were.  A motion to authorize Randy Dean to negotiate (conditioned on the approval of the Diocesan Standing Committee) with an offer of $58,500 and then up to $62,000 was made by Dave Nealy duly seconded by Bob Jameson and approved unanimously.
II. Blessing and Dismissal

The meeting concluded with the Lord’s Prayer and was adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
