Vestry Meeting Minutes

October 17, 2011

Others Attending: Todd Dougan (Clerk), Doug Mancabelli (Treasurer)(for Treasurer’s report then left meeting), and Jay Mills (Rector).
A regular meeting of St. Paul’s Vestry was held October 17, 2011 and called to order at 7:02 p.m. by Randy Dean.  Fr. Jay Mills led the Vestry in prayer.
I. Approval of Minutes of Last Meetings
The minutes of the September 19, 2011 meeting was approved unanimously on a motion by Jim Briddell duly seconded.

II. Treasurer’s Report

Doug Mancabelli reported that year to date pledges received through today were 81% of annual pledges, which is better than the 77% figure at this time last year.
Fr. Jay reported that the Diocese had approved a loan of up to $30,000 instead of the request submitted for a loan of up to $20,000 and a grant of $10,000.
Randy Dean relayed a request by Peter Borg for Committees to submit their 2012 budget requests by November 1.

III. Rector’s Report

Fr. Jay reported that Olan Mills would be taking portraits on October 21st and 22nd and that he and Randy Dean would be assisting.  He also reported that “Happening” would be November 10th to 13th.  Finally, he discussed a personnel matter (redacted for confidentiality).

IV. Sr. Warden’s Report

Randy Dean initiated a discussion of how the proceeds of the Christmas Bazaar be distributed.  The past practice has been for 50% to go towards the church’s operations, 25% to an external mission, and 25% to an internal need.  After discussion, a motion to distribute 50% towards the church’s operations, 25% Osman Hope, and 25% to the Journey to Adulthood Pilgrimage was approved unanimously on a motion by John McKinley duly seconded.
V. Committee Reports

Day School – Fr. Jay reported that the Day School Board met earlier on October 18 and that all classes are full with the exception of kindergarten.
Long Range Planning – John McKinley reported that the committee has met twice and has obtained two quotes for demolishing the current office building for $10,000 but hopes to get a lower quote and that the committee plans to present its plans and a timeline for the conversion of the Hunt property to offices at the November Vestry meeting.  Fr. Jay reported that Paul the Cat had been successfully adopted by an elderly member of the community and that all was well.
Outreach – Linda Strutner reported that November Oncology Project and Christmas Dinner plans were underway.
Parish Life – Linda Strutner reported that about 55 people attended the Stewardship Dinner.

Stewardship – Anthony Peters reported that the Stewardship breakfast and lunch had gone well and that pledge cards were coming in.

Worship – Fr. Jay reported that there would be a “Church Circle” service at First Presbyterian at 6:00 p.m. on the Sunday before Thanksgiving and that he would be serving at the Thanksgiving service at St. Christophers.
