A regular meeting of St. Paul’s Vestry was held on September 19, 2011 and called to order at 7:05 p.m. by Randy Dean. Fr. Jay Mills led the Vestry in prayer.

I. Approval of Minutes of last meeting: The minutes of the August 22, 2011 meeting were approved unanimously on a motion by Jim Bridell duly seconded.

II. Treasurer’s Report and Finance Committee: R. Dean referred the Vestry ot the Treasurer’s Report, which was approved after discussion of some questions.

III. Rector’s Report: Fr. Jay reported that the Photo Directory appointment schedule was transmitted to the photographers. St. Pauls will need nominees for 3 delegates to the diocesan convention in February. Jim Briddell and Treva Tarpley indicated interest. Fr. Jay is continuing to contact former active members as followup. The Bishop ‘s confirmation visit will be Sunday Sept. 25 with baptisms.

IV. Deacon’s Report: Deacon Harpster reported that the “211” kickoff was well received, with some affirmations appearing on the bulletin board already. The next event is the “Family Reunion” on Sept. 26 at 6:30-8:00pm. The “Happening” youth event is scheduled for November 10-13 with St. John’s, St. Christopher’s and St. Paul’s each providing meals. The 2012 summer youth Pilgrimage will be made to one of 5 locations being considered. 12 are eligible so far. A commitment has been made to have a St. Paul’s Talent Show later this year.

Committee Reports


Christian Ed: Deacon Chris reported that last Sunday was kickoff Sunday for Sunday School Classes. All went well including good attendance for both adult forums, which will both meet in Berndt Hall this Sunday with the Bishop. Absence of  the babysitter in nursery has been a problem recently and will require some action.

Communications: Jean Peace reported that Anne McGinty will begin work on a new feature for the “Journey” newsletter, focusing on some member each month to help us know each other better.  There is continued interest in making the service bulletins more “visitor friendly”.

Day School: Treva Tarpley is the new Day School Board Member.

Bob Jameson has a rough plan for renovation of the Hunt house to involve painting and preparing it for short term rental. Possible renters have been identified, with probable rental fee of $650/mo.

New Member Committee: Jean Peace reported that the Greeter program has been restarted, but a person is needed to monitor & manage this. Fr. Jay has scheduled the new Inquirer’s Class. 

Outreach committee: Bazaar Workshops have started with good activity.

Parish Life: Attendance at recent Parish Social was 40. The Bishops reception will be next Sunday.
